B. National Merit Letter of Commendation – Kaitlyn Senay: Mr. Smallwood shared with the Council that Kaitlyn had received a Letter of Commendation from National Merit.    
III. OLD BUSINESS: 
A.  Policy 1.01 – Determination of Curriculum – 1st Reading:  The Council performed a first reading of this policy.  Several issues were raised concerning wording and clarification and, therefore, revisions were made.  This revised policy will be presented to the Council at the November meeting for a 1st reading.  
IV. NEW BUSINESS: 
A. Changes to the Kentucky Accountability Model:  Mr. Smallwood shared the latest information regarding the changes that have been made to the Kentucky Accountability Model and the factors that will determine the Accountability Score.  These factors are: 2012 – 100% Next Generation Learners (student achievement), 2013 – 77% Next Generation Learners and 23% Instructional Programs and Support, and 2014 – 70% Next Generation Learners, 20% Instructional Programs and Support and 10% Next Generation Professionals.  
B. Program Review Results:  Mr. Smallwood and Ms. Henry discussed Program Review with the Council.  Elizabethtown High School will focus on Arts and Humanities for an in-depth review for this year.  A Program Review Committee will be responsible for conducting this review.  
C. Red Ribbon Week:  Mr. Smallwood discussed the various activities that have been planned for Red Ribbon week including a visit from the Elizabethtown Police Department to talk about the prescription drug drop-off box, DVDs that will be played during CCR focusing on the harmful effects of drugs and texting and driving. The talent show, sponsored by the Spanish Club, will take place on Friday afternoon.
