HOW WE GOT BETTER THIS MONTH AND WHO DID IT:
1. Tonia Smith and Amanda O’Connor are volunteers in the new evaluation pilot program. They are also working with Pam Scudder to bring our staff new strategies of teaching based on the book Daily Five. Also, Amanda O’Connor has become our most recent National Board certified teacher.
2. The words of our students: at 1st grade trip to NKU planetarium, in the dark  looking at the stars 2 students said to each other “wow, when I get big I am going to go to the moon and work” “yeah, me too”; “I went up 20 points on my math MAP test”; “teacher you activated my schema with that connection”; student asked to think through a problem, other student said “you know ask yourself the questions we use when we are on the carpet”. Accountability, independence, thinking about how to think are all part of our student’s daily instruction.
3. Video has come to Gallatin Elementary. Pam Scudder has videoed our pilot teachers and is sharing as models with other teachers. The video starts good discussion and self-awareness in teachers. Laura Hartke and other 2nd grade teachers are using the Ipads Donna Kannady got from her Gallatin Steel grant money. Students are seeing themselves as they learn and it is making an impact.
