A. Update: Chastity Yates reviewed the writing update with council by outlining what PLC’s are doing to meet the standards of writing through curriculum and instruction. Cherie Mingus reviewed and discussed briefly the program revisions of Arts & Humanities and Practical Living/Career Studies.

NEW BUSINESS: 

A. Camera Proposal: Tim Isaacs reviewed with council a proposal for a camera system stating that after an update on per pupil allocated funding, there are additional unbudgeted funds that will allow the expense of security cameras for the building. Tim Isaacs stated that Central Office will meet the expenses up to one-half. Tim Isaacs stated that our portion will total $14,000 and will include 33 indoor and 6 outdoor cameras with licenses and a 2-year maintenance agreement, with a maintenance fee of $1,500 annually. ORDER 13-20 – Steve Wade made the motion for council to accept the camera proposal as submitted. Bruce Evans seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.

B. Test Scores Update: Tim Isaacs stated that scores have not been released and that we should have information at the November meeting.


C. Innovation Center Update: Tim Isaacs discussed with council the tentative 2014-2015 school year plans surrounding the Innovation Center indicating that 8 programs are scheduled when operating at maximum but most likely will open with 4 programs.
