November 7, 2012

Mrs. Handel presented the proposed November agenda and SBDM Committee approved the agenda as presented. (Ghaderi-1st, Kennedy-2nd)
Mrs. Handel presented the October minutes and SBDM Committee approved the minutes as presented with one type-o correction.  (Hughes-1st, Collins-2nd)  

Good News-Committee members were invited to share Good News so far this school year.  Mrs. Handel shared that Candace Odom had been recommended to fill the .5 teacher position.  Mrs. Handel also shared the success of Parent Conference Day.  Over 210 students’ parents were contacted.  
Mrs. Handel discussed the current walkthrough data from her walkthroughs and district conducted walkthroughs with a team.  Items noteworthy were:  classrooms went from 30 % to 74% in the area of differentiated instruction which was a positive increase.  Student engagement however did not increase equally.  The conversation was had that if true differentiation was occurring consistently that engagement would be increasing as well?  Teachers will be doing 3 rounds of walkthroughs.  The first will occur between now and Winter break, with another in January and one in February.  Statistics will be discussed during PLCs and shared with SBDM.
Committee discussed preparation for CSIP revisions.  Areas of Writing, Math, and Reading should be areas for focus of goals. 

Accident reports and the school activities and MUNIS budgets were reviewed.

In other business the committee discussed ways to conserve paper and printing expenses.  
Mr. Milby addressed the status of the progress on new school.  At this time the Board is interviewing architects and action may be pending on hiring an architect to begin designs for its layout.  
With no other business, a motion was made and seconded to close the (Ghaderi-1st, Collins-2nd )
