SCHOOL BASED DECISION MAKING COUNCIL MEETING

MINUTES – REGULAR MEETING – January 11, 2007

The regular monthly meeting of the School Based Decision Making Council at North Hardin High School was called to order on Thursday, January 11, 2007, at approximately 6:30 pm by Chairperson Bill Dennison.  Those present were:  Douglas Bennett, Pam Carter, Bill Dennison, Shelly Hendricks, Vicki Hughes, Mary Parker, Ray Phelps, April Pieper, Michelle Russell, and Anna Winchell.  Those absent were:  David Fredricks and Aundra Jackson.

ORDER # 07-63 – ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA – The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by Shelly Hendricks to adopt the agenda.

ORDER # 07-64 – ADOPTION OF THE MINUTES – The motion was made by Ray Phelps and seconded by Mary Parker to approve the minutes of the December regular meeting.

ORDER # 07-65 – APPROVAL OF MONTHLY FINANCIAL REPORTS – The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by Pam Carter to approve the monthly financial reports and bingo reports for the November and December.

ORDER # 07-66 – APPROVAL OF PERSONNEL RECOMMENDATIONS – The motion was made by Douglas Bennett and seconded by Mary Parker to approve the personnel recommendations:  Erin Collins was recommended to replace Hayley Yourous as the special education job coach; Mike Warren will replace Major Stephen Fisher as the JROTC Color Guard Coach.

VISITORS – Visitors at the meeting included staff members Dianne Cottrell, Ellen Douglas, and Joe Washington.

ORDER # 07-67 - APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF NOVEMBER MINUTES – The motion was made by Michelle Russell and seconded by April Pieper to approve the second reading of the November meeting minutes. 

ORDER # 07-68 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF OCTOBER MONTHLY FINANCIAL REPORTS – The motion was made by Michelle Russell and seconded by April Pieper to approve the second reading of the financial reports and bingo report for the month of October.

ORDER # 07-69 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF DECEMBER PERSONNEL RECOMMENDATIONS – The motion was made by Michelle Russell and seconded by April Pieper to approve the second reading of the December personnel recommendations.

ORDER # 07-70 - APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF DECEMBER DECISION TO APPROVE A NEW CLUB - The motion was made by Michelle Russell and seconded by April Pieper to approve the second reading of the December decision to approve the formation of the “Out of This World” club.

ORDER # 07-71 - APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF DECEMBER DECISION TO APPROVE THE SCHOOL REPORT CARD NARRATIVES – The motion was made by Michelle Russell and seconded by April Pieper to approve the second reading of the December decision to approve the school report card narratives.

ORDER # 07-72 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF DECEMBER DECISION TO APPROVE CURRICULUM COMMITTEE SCHEDULE RECOMMENDATIONS – The motion was made by Michelle Russell and seconded by April Pieper to approve the second reading of the December decision to approve the curriculum committee schedule recommendations as follows:

1) The school day will change from a six-period day to a seven-period day effective 2007-08.

2) Beginning with the class of 2011 (next year’s freshmen), SSI will be taken at the 9th grade level, World Civilization at the 10th grade level, and US History at the 11th grade level.

3) The following new electives will be offered for the 2007-08 school year – Journalism 101, Creative Writing, and International Business.

CURRICULUM UPDATE – Ellen Douglas distributed a packet for each council member to explain the analysis of the MAPS testing in reading and math.

KPR RESULTS – Chairmen or representatives from individual departments from the school reviewed and explained some of the CATS testing results and plans for meeting the goal of an “80” score.

· Mrs. Cottrell addressed the Fine Arts department scores and outlined some strategies that the department will implement.

· Coach Washington represented the Physical Education/Health department, comparing the state results and strategies as if preparing for the “big game.”

CSIP IMPACT CHECK – Shelly Hendricks distributed a copy of the 06-07 Fall Semester Impact Check, and the current CSIP document (Consolidated School Improvement Plan).  Ms. Hendricks briefly reviewed the Impact Check.

ORDER # 07-73 – APPROVAL OF SB 168 ACHIEVEMENT GAP REDUCTION TARGETS – Shelly Hendricks distributed a proposal for the Achievement Gap Targets for the 2007 CATS assessment.  North Hardin will continue addressing the same four targets as last year:  Math – students approved for free and reduced lunch, students with disabilities, and African-American students; Reading – students with disabilities.  The goal is to ultimately reduce our achievement gap to less than 3% in all of our student categories.  The motion was made by Pam Carter and seconded by April Pieper to approve the achievement gap targets for 2007.

SECTION 7 FUNDS – Included in the council packets, was information regarding Section 7 funds.  Mr. Dennison requested the council members review the information for discussion at the February meeting, and to email him with any ideas.

HIGH SCHOOL SBDM ROUNDTABLE DISCUSSION WITH THE BOARD OF EDUCATION – The Hardin County Board of Education will hold a roundtable discussion with members of the high school SBDM Councils on Monday, January 22, 5:30 pm in the Hardin County Schools Board Meeting Room.  Two goals of this meeting will be for the Board of Education to see what we’re doing, and for the high schools to see what other schools are doing.

INFORMATION ITEMS 

· The council received copies of the student accident report and the nurse’s office report.  

· Minutes from the CSIP committee were also included in the packet of information.

ORDER 07-74 – APPROVAL OF CURRICULUM COMMITTEE PROPOSAL – Pam Carter reviewed the proposals from the Curriculum Committee:

· The Proposed 7-period day schedule with class times, lunch periods, and passing time

· New Course Proposals:  Business Economics, Financial Literacy, and Advanced Animal Science

The motion was made by Douglas Bennett and seconded by Michelle Russell to approve the Curriculum Committee proposals.

AVID PROGRAM – Pam Carter and Shelly Hendricks attended a conference to gather more information about the AVID program.  North Hardin will hope to have this program piloted and running for the Freshman Academy.

ORDER 07-75 - ADJOURNMENT – The motion was made by Pam Carter and seconded by April Pieper to adjourn the meeting.
