FOOD/SNACK POLICY
Policy:
Due to health concerns, homemade snacks/baked goods are no longer allowed.  This includes anything that is not commercially prepared in its original wrapping. Items that are acceptable include:
· Store bought packaged cupcakes, cakes, or baked goods that are unopened.
· Individually wrapped snack foods such as Little Debbie snacks, Dolly Madison snacks, or any store brand snacks.
Parents are to check with the child's homeroom teacher for an appropriate day and time to bring the snacks.  Teachers are to monitor what foods come in and will need to allow only those food items that meet the requirements of this policy.

Mrs. Atcher made a motion to approve the Food/Snack Policy as read. Mrs. Wood seconded the motion. (Motion unanimously carried. (07.32)
