OPENING BUSINESS

A.  Call to Order/Roll Call: Steve Smallwood made the motion to call the Elizabethtown High School Site Based Decision Making Council meeting to order at 4:17 PM.  Members in attendance were Dawne Swank, Jon Parsons, Kaleena Thompson, Jerry Kauffeld, Denise Joy, and Tehmina Haider.  BJ Henry, EHS Assistant Principal, was also in attendance.  
B. Agenda Adoption: Council reviewed the agenda.  ORDER 12-27 – Dawne Swank made a motion for the agenda to be accepted.  Jon Parsons seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.
C. Minutes Adoption: Council reviewed the December 5, 2012 Regular Session minutes.  ORDER 12-28 – Jon Parsons made a motion to accept the December 5, 2012 Regular Session minutes.  Denise Joy seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.
D.  Public Comment: None. 
D.  Activity Budget: The Council reviewed the December financial report and the December activity budget, dated December 1-31, 2012, submitted by Martha Moreman, EHS bookkeeper.  ORDER 12-29 – Kaleena Thompson made a motion to accept the December financial report and the December activity budget.  Denise Joy seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.   

II. STUDENT ACHIEVEMENT: 

A. Keep It Real Video Contest:  Mr. Smallwood informed the Council that EHS has 4 videos entered in the Keep It Real Video Contest.  Voting takes place online now through January 18th and the link to the site is on the EHS homepage.  Mr. Smallwood has been asked to present an award during the Contest’s awards ceremony.  

B. Project Lead the Way Guest Speakers:   On January 8, 2013, Mr. Dean Durbin and Mr. Jim Noblin visited our engineering classes to discuss the process of building and construction.  Our students were given the opportunity to visit the site of the EHS Athletic Complex, currently under construction at Elizabethtown High School.  They were given an overall review of the construction process, including how to read and interpret site plans.  Mr. Smallwood was very appreciative of the time Mr. Durbin and Mr. Noblin took from their busy schedules to visit EHS and share their knowledge with our students.    
III. OLD BUSINESS: 
A.  Policy 1.01 – Determination of Curriculum – Final Reading:  The Council performed the final reading of this policy.  A typographical error in the first line of the second paragraph was noted and will be corrected.  ORDER 12-30 – Dawne Swank made a motion to adopt this policy.  Tehmina Haider seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.

B. Policy 6.02 Dress Code – Review of Proposed Policy Changes:  Ms. Swank and Ms. Thompson submitted three policy options and explained the differences in each policy.  The Council discussed each proposal, selected Option 3, and then began the process of revision.  Each individual component of all six categories was thoroughly discussed.  Revisions were made to several components, a few components were eliminated, and the Council then reached consensus to approve the Dress Code Policy.  The Council will have a first reading of this policy at the February meeting.

A. CSIP Information:  Mrs. Henry discussed the changes that will be made to the Comprehensive School Improvement Plan.  There were major changes made and she is still in the process of completing the Plan.  She will share the Plan with the Council at a later date.  
B. College Goal Sunday (FAFSA worshop) January 13, 2013 @ ECTC:  Mr. Smallwood shared information about College Goal Sunday with the Council.  This workshop is provided free of charge to students from our area who currently attend college or will be attending college next fall.  Counselsors and financial aid experts from our area help students and parents to complete the FAFSA form (Free Application for Federal Student Aid).
