1. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order by chairperson Michelle Hart at 3:19pm. 
2. Approval of Agenda.  On a motion/second by Bell/Turner, the agenda was approved.

3. Approval of December Minutes.  On a motion/second by Bell/Turner, the minutes from the December meeting were approved.

4. Receipt of Board Minutes and FRYSC Minutes.  The Council acknowledged receipt of EIS Board minutes for the December 17th meeting and the FRSYC minutes for November 13th. 
5. Public Comment – There was no public comment.
6. Good News Report.

a. Ms. Hart shared that students had a great start back from our winter break.  Attendance has been tough the last few weeks, due to the flu outbreak, strep, stomach viruses, etc.
7. Student Achievement
a. Fifth grade will start Scantron testing on January 17, and Ms. Hart will go down the grades from there.  Testing should go a little easier this round, since Morningside and TK Stone started testing immediately after the break.  Ms. Hart will try to testing done in the morning, so teachers can have the rest of the day for instruction.
8. Planning
a. Needs Assessment.  Ms. Hart is submitting this to Mr. French for review.  Mr. French will present this to the Board of Education at the next meeting.  After reviewing the contents, a motion/second from Hepner/Turner approved the Needs Assessment to be submitted to Mr. French.
b. CSIP.  Ms. Hart worked on the CSIP over the break, entering all of the information into the Assist program.  The CSIP will be presented to staff at the faculty meeting tomorrow.  After reviewing the draft presented to the Council, a motion/second from Rabbani/Hepner to accept draft as is was approved.
c. While reviewing the CSIP and Needs Assessment, the Council discussed GT students attending Super Saturdays in Bowling Green.  The district does not currently provide transportation.  Ms. Rabbani shared that several parents would like for their GT student to participate in Super Saturdays but find the transportation to Bowling Green to be a hardship.  Ms. Hart told the Council that she would discuss this with Mr. French.
9. Program Review.  There is no update on Program Review.
10. Budget
a. Section 6.  The Council reviewed the allocations as amended at the previous meeting.  
b. Title I.  Ms. Hart does not yet have a definite Title budget.  She is in the process of reviewing applications for a full-time Instructional Assistant to pay out of Title funds.  After a general overview of how the school uses Title funds, Ms. Hart shared that there is still Parent Involvement monies available and may be used if teachers schedule a Parent/Family Night to discuss reading, math, testing, etc.
c. PD.  There is no update on the PD budget.
11. New Business – Outdoor Classroom Plans in Memory of Marriel.  Ms. Hart spoke with the Council about the monies collected in memory of Marriel Lucas, a student who died five years ago.  With renovation complete, there is no good location for an outdoor classroom.  Ms. Hart would like to start the process of deciding how to spend these funds and will contact the staff to solicit volunteers to join a committee for this purpose.  Mrs. Goodlett shared that the total money collected for Marriel’s memorial fund is $4332.10.
12. Meeting Adjourned.  On a motion/second by Rabbani/Hepner, the meeting was adjourned at 4:33p.m.  Our next meeting will be held on February 12 at 3:15pm.
