The Assessment Committee proposed to reinstall the school’s exemption policy for semester/final exams as follows:
Students may earn semester/final exam exemptions to be used for non EOC classes based on their performance on EOC tests the prior school year (English II, Biology, Algebra II, and US History). Every Proficient/Distinguished would earn one exemption. 
Students that earn a 95% or higher average per semester will earn an exemption for that class only. Students are to be notified of the exemption one week prior to final exams. Students may not exempt a semester/final exam for an EOC class, even if they earn a 95% or higher.
