In Review:

On January 12, 47 area youth attended Youth Theatre of Hardin County's first of three Winter Workshops in prep for the summer production of PETER PAN
On January 14 an audience of nearly 500 attended the Hardin County Schools “PLANning for My Future” meeting for all Sophomores and their parents.

The Hardin County Schools "Exploring Your Future" Meeting for all 8th Graders and their parents scheduled for January 15 had to be postponed till February 5 due to inclement weather.

On January 17, 119 students were recognized during the Hardin County Schools Board of Education Monthly Meeting held at the PAC. An audience of 283 was in attendance.

On January 21 173 students from 36 different schools (17 HCS) and 4 counties auditioned for roles in Missoula Children's Theatre's Snow White. 60 students were cast and they hailed from 17 area schools including 14 HCS.

The school day performance of Snow White was canceled due to inclement weather but 2 public performances took place before audiences of more than 675.
On January 27, 52 members of Central Hardin High School Wind Symphony under the direction of David Centers presented a concert in prep for their KMEA State Conference concert on February 8 before an audience of 167.
