The JHHS Band uses this equipment on average 10 times a year. This equipment is designed to run many miles over the road. However, when the equipment is parked for the majority of the year the mechanical stability is compromised. Each year the JHHS band spends a considerable amount of money making the equipment road ready. In 2011 we spent over $1000 on the Peterbuilt tractor alone.
Proceeds from the sale of this equipment will be used to purchase a new 53 foot drop box moving van trailer, similar to that of Allied Van Lines or North American movers (Using proper board policy pertaining to bidding of school purchases). The boosters would also rent a tractor from Penske to pull this trailer. This will keep the JHHS Band from incurring the rising maintenance cost on the Peterbuild tractor and importantly allow us to be in a trustworthy situation when traveling to a contest.
