Todd County Migrant Education 

Summer Plan Narrative

Our current enrollment includes 23 students, 20 of whom are ages three - 21.  We intend to serve all 20 of these students with special emphasis on K-12 students.  Nearly all of these K-12 students have multiple risk factors as indicated by their Needs Assessment Forms.  These numbers are similar to last years, although we have slightly fewer preschool (3) and elementary students (10) and slightly more secondary students (5) and OSY (2).   

The Lion King will be the overall theme of this year’s summer programming.  Students will explore various topics including:

1.  African animals, languages, visual art, music, games and customs

2. Natural life cycles (e.g. plant/animal respiration; overhunting/poaching)

3. Recycling/Environmental Stewardship

4. Literary Elements (e.g. allusion, anthropomorphism, symbolism)

5. Friendship/Sportsmanship/Team Building

6. Fitness/Nutrition

7. Needs vs. Wants - Survival Skills

8. Container gardening

9. Introduction to genealogy research

10. Goal setting - personal/educational/career

11. Research - utilizing various resources

12. Hands-on physics

13. Applying math to everyday life 

14. Individualized instruction in reading, math, etc. based on teacher surveys, pre-tests, ACT/PLAN/EXPLORE results.

Services will be provided in various ways.  All middle school students will be invited to participate in the Medical School themed camp provided by the West Region.  Likewise, all high school students will participate in the West Region’s Government/Leadership themed camp.  

All students ages 3 - 12th grade will participate in the West Region’s trip to see the Broadway production of Disney’s The Lion King.  Two day-camp days prior to the trip and six day-camp days following the trip will be used to further develop the themes listed above for all students ages 3 - 12th grade. A portion of this summer’s in-district learning activities will take place at Belew Farms, where students can try out their survival skills in a natural setting (fishing, archery, campfire cooking, etc.).  Day camps will be from 9:00 – 3:00 daily.  Older students will be tribal “chiefs” and will assist in guiding and instructing younger students.  Program spirit will be built with daily activities, team development, and friendly competition between the two tribes.  Time for individualized instruction (e.g. ACT prep for older students, hands-on pre-academics for preK) will be worked in to each day.  

There will be three additional day trips out of district designed to reinforce learning and peak interest.  We’re planning one day trip to the zoo where children will learn about local wildlife and “meet” the African animal they have researched.  Tribes will develop video scrapbooks of their research and animal encounters.  Another day trip will consist of visiting the hands-on exhibits at the Corvette Museum and attending a minor league baseball game to strengthen previous instruction on STEM.  The final out of district day will be a “Migrant Ed Jamboree” in collaboration with other surrounding local MEPs.  Students will practice good sportsmanship while competing in physical, academic and cook-off challenges.  Most students will also be visited in their homes once weekly.  These visits are designed to ensure that students have adequate resources in the home, promote parent involvement, and encourage daily reading for pleasure. Our overall goal is to meet student academic needs (maintaining and enhancing skills) while keeping them engaged in positive, healthy activities that promote personal development (college/career readiness, work habits, character and leadership development).  

We are planning to continue our collaboration with current teachers and counselors.  We our working with our county extension agents for agriculture, home economics, and 4-H/youth development to maximize their expertise in this unique, cross-curricular approach to summer learning.  They will be our guest teachers.  We continue to rely on the summer feeding program to stretch food dollars and local schools and churches for classroom/venue space.  Additionally, our partners at the Corvette Museum, the Bowling Green Hot Rods, and the Nashville Zoo are providing us with comprehensive pre-teaching materials to ensure that each out of district day of summer school provides multiple “a ha moments” for our students.  

Finally, a “Back to School” Parent Advisory Council meeting is being planned to showcase student learning and to prepare parents and students for the first day of school.
