The meeting was called to order by the interim chairperson, Donald Lynch, with the following members present:  Bonnie Ford, Angela Isaacs, Lisa Jaggers, and Bill Larrington, Donald Lynch, and Crystal Wilkerson.

ORDER #FY07-862 – APPROVAL OF MINUTES – Lisa Jaggers motioned to approve the minutes for January 16, 2007 (Regular Meeting, 3:00 p.m.).  Anglea Isaacs seconded.  Motion carried by consensus.

RECOGNITION OF VISITORS – No visitors were present.

Discussion was held on the principal selection process.  Council members were in favor of moving forward with the principal selection at the end of the 30-day posting period. 

Discussion was held on G.C. Burkhead’s current dress code policy.  Ms. Jaggers provided council members with a copy of a survey for parents and staff.  Results of the survey will be discussed before making modifications to the current policy, which would go into effect for the 2007-08 school year.  The survey must be returned to the school by March 9, 2007.

Discussion was held on parent/teacher SBDM elections for the 2007-08 school year.  The vacancies will include 1 parent representative and 2 teacher representatives.

The council reviewed and compiled the SBDM Needs List for the 2007-08 school year. 

Discussion was held on funding the .5 increment and .5 extended days in order for G.C. Burkhead to staff 2 full-time counselors.  The total amount needed for the 2007-08 school year is $3,622.41.  The .5 base salary would be covered by the .5 Arts/Humanities position.  Council members requested that this cost be included in the 2007-08 SBDM Needs List.

NEW BUSINESS:

Mr. Lynch told council members he was considering scheduling an Internet Safety Program for students in May.  He also suggested budgeting money for a student bullying program for the 2007-08 school year.

Discussion was held on improving/upgrading the school playgrounds.  Council members noted that mulch is badly needed on both playgrounds.

Discussion was held on requiring parents to sign students out after school each day if the student is a parent pick-up.  Another student safety issue discussed was parents calling the office during the school day to make afternoon transportation changes.

ORDER #FY07-863 – PM TRANSPORTATION/STUDENT PICK-UP CHANGES – Angela Isaacs motioned to change the current procedure for afternoon student bus changes/student pick-up.  Lisa Jaggers seconded.  Motion carried by consensus.

ORDER #FY07-864 – ADJOURNMENT – There being no further business, Lisa Jaggers motioned to adjourn the meeting.  Crystal Wilkerson seconded.  Motion carried by consensus.
