There were four guests, Shelly Simpson, chairperson for the Social Studies Committee, Tammy Riggs, chairperson for the Technology Committee, Beth Root, chairperson for the Arts and Humanities committee and Abby Mahon.

The SBDM Council accepted the agenda by consensus.

Shelly Simpson, chairperson for the Social Studies Committee reported to the SBDM Council that we are currently looking at Social Studies materials for the spring adoption.  Grade level committee members are reviewing the materials received, and the staff will submit their recommendation to Shelly Simpson before February 14, 2007.  The school chairperson will then meet with Hardin County School officials and the other elementary schools to reach a decision on which textbook series can best met our needs.

Charge of the meeting was passed to Jennifer Lewis, chairperson.

Tammy Riggs, chairperson for the Technology Committee reported to the SBDM Council on the following items:

· No KETS money was received for individual school for the 2006-2007 school year.  The district used the 2006-2007 KETS money to upgrade the network and labs throughout the district.

· A grant application has been submitted to EDS with the hopes of receiving a LCD projector.

· 59 new computers will be received from the state by the end of March.  More detail will be available at a later date.

The Arts and Humanities Committee report was presented to SBDM Council by Beth Root, Music teacher; and Kim Howell, Health and P.E teacher.  The following activities have been completed this year or will be presented by the end of the school year.

· Colonial Period lesson plans (New subject Area) for Arts and Humanities have been completed along with open response questions.  This was completed first by our committee and will be shared with the district.  Items to be included are: 

· Silhouettes

· Quilting

· Work Songs, Folk Songs, Lullabies, Spirituals, Game Songs

· Dance - Waltzes

· Drama – Scene, Props, Character that we would see in colonial times acted out a scene of Christopher Columbus arriving in the New World

· Dance Artist was hired with Cultural Arts Funds for the Week of February 5th – 9th, 2007, to work with 4th and 5th grade students.  Kim Howell reported that the dance instructor has been a big hit with all the children.

· 3th grade Spiritual Celebration will be presented to 4th and 5th grade students (lower grades if time permits)

· Jump Rope For Heart

· 4th grade musical “Cinderella” will be presented in May

· Summer program hosted by Lincoln Trail Elementary and open for all Hardin County School students will June 4th – 10th at PAC

The SBDM Council reviewed the last month’s accident reports.  The SBDM Council did not feel that the accident reports represented any pattern of unsafe conditions or practices at the school at this time. 

Financial reports for October and November were presented and approved.

Daily enrollment reports were reviewed.
