The Lakewood Elementary School 5th Grade Trip to Huntsville, Alabama. 
REQUEST ISSUE:

This trip provides an opportunity to encourage student interest in aeronautics and United States history.

Students will travel to Constitution Village and the Huntsville Depot to learn about the way of life for people in the early 19th century.  Students will be able to have first-hand experiences with tools of the early 19th century including the spinning wheel and telegraph.
Students will then visit the US Space and Rocket Center where they will learn about the our country’s rich history in space exploration by touring gallery exhibits and participating in space-related simulations. 

We are requesting to travel via commercial bus for the trip.
Core Content
This trip allows our students the opportunity to put into practice the life skills we have taught in our classrooms.  This trip will be a culminating activity to content instruction this school year.  The identified content standards include:
