summer school program shall meet State standards for an approved program for middle and high school students.

	
	

	Assessing Need
	In assessing students’ need for extended school services, the schools shall consider each student’s performance in:
1.  Academic skill areas for a single subject or single class, 

     application of such skills to everyday life situations, and 
    
     integration of skills and experiences to acquire new  information.

2.  School attendance when it negatively affects academic 

     performance.

3.  Patterns of promotion or retention.

4.  Physical and mental readiness for learning.

5.  When applicable, readiness for transition to work,  postsecondary education, or the military.

	
	

	Eligibility
	Two or more of the following methods of documentation shall be used to verify which students shall be determined eligible:

1.  Teacher recommendation based upon classroom observation 
 and anecdotal records or parent recommendation.

2.  Academic performance based upon formal and informal 

 measurements of progress.

3.  Behavioral and developmental progress as documented in 
 formal and informal assessments and reports.

Extended School Services

	Selection
	Those pupils who have a greater need as determined by the
eligibility criteria shall be referred and selected first.  Pupils shall not be excluded due to the inability of the parent or student to provide transportation.

Students shall be selected for the extended school services in the following priority:

1.  Students who are at risk of being retained in a class or grade or  of failing to graduate on time without additional assistance.

2.  To close the achievement gap of low-performing students so  that the students will performing students so that the students will perform successfully in the instructional program appropriate for their age ranges.

3.  To sustain students’ present level of performance to prevent 
 them from falling behind.

	
	

	Notification To Parents
	Each school shall notify parents of each student enrolled of the nature of the services to be offered including the opportunities for maintenance of performance, prevention of failure, and reduction of academic deficiencies.  Notification may be by including information in the student handbook or by a letter to be sent to parents.  The parents or guardians shall be notified that they have the right to request reconsideration of their children’s identification 
or lack of identification of eligibility for extended school services.

	
	

	Notification To Parent of Eligible Students
	As placement space becomes available, each school shall notify the

parents or guardians of their child’s eligibility criteria.
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	1. Students may receive remedial instruction through an after-school tutorial, summer school, or daytime waiver program. The summer school program shall meet state standards for an approved program for middle and high school students.
2. Students who have a greater academic need as determined by the eligibility criteria as stated in KRS 158.070 and 704 KAR 3:390 shall be referred and selected first to receive Extended School Services.  

3. Students who have greater academic need as stated in KRS 158.070 and 704 KAR 3:390 shall not be excluded from referral or selection for Extended School Services due to the inability of the parent or student to provide transportation to or from the school or site of Extended School Services programs.

4. The school informs parents or guardians of Extended School Services as follows:

	a. A general notification which describes the nature of the services to be offered including the opportunities for maintenance of performance, prevention of failure and reduction of academic deficiencies;

b. A specific notification of their child’s eligibility to receive Extended School Services; and

c. Written procedures for parents or guardians to request reconsideration of their children’s identification or lack of identification of eligibility for Extended School Services.

	5. Accurate time logs shall be maintained for personnel receiving salary from Extended School Services. Such salary is for direct services to the Extended School Services program. No ESS staff member shall be paid more than his/her actual hourly rate for a comparable position in the regular program.

6. Selection of ESS staff (certified and classified) shall be based on having the specific expertise to meet the needs of the students being served. All other criteria for employment shall be fair and equitable to applicants.

7. Accurate records shall be maintained for student attendance to Extended School Services and of student progress toward individual goals.

8. Students not enrolled in ESS may be allowed to ride the buses provided through ESS funds only to the extent that it does not increase the cost of such transportation to ESS.

	Extended School Services

The Board shall provide services in compliance with applicable statutes and administrative regulations.
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Extended School Services

	Participation of Private, Parochial Home School Students

Students who attended private, parochial, or home schools the previous year are eligible to participate in extended school services and during the summer if they meet the eligibility criteria.

Eligibility shall be determined according to the selection criteria outlined in this procedure.  The private, parochial, or home school shall verify in writing to the district as to the correctness of the documentation.

During attendance they will be considered students of the district and shall be subject to all policies, rules, and regulations of the district.
