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Title I- Parent Involvement Policy

In recognition that the parent is the child’s first and most important teacher, and that the parent’s continued involvement is essential for the success of the child, the Hardin County Board of Education is committed to building a strong parent-school partnership.  To support the parent-school partnership, the following regulations were designed with meaningful consultation from the parents and school staffs of participating Title I students per regulatory guidelines from The Improving America’s Schools Act of 1994. The No Child Left Behind Act of 2002.

The Hardin County Board of Education’s Title I Program operates two different types one type of programs, Targeted Assistance Programs (TAS) and Schoolwide Programs (SWP).  In a Targeted Assistance Program, eligible schools must have a free/reduced lunch count of less than 50% but more than 35%.  Title I staff persons work with specifically identified students in a Targeted Assistance Program in an effort to raise KIRIS test scores for specifically identified students.  In a Schoolwide Program, eligible schools must have a free/reduced lunch count of 50% 40% or higher.  Title I staff persons work with the total school in a Schoolwide Program in an effort to raise KIRIS CATS test scores for the entire school.

Procedures for Title I Targeted Assistance Schools

I.
At the beginning of the school year, the parents of each student selected to receive Title I services will be notified as to the reasons their child was selected.  This notification will include the content focus 
area to be addressed in the school’s Title I Program, methods of Program implementation and service delivery, and a copy of the parent 
involvement policy.  The process for notification will ensure the full participation of parents who lack literacy skills or whose native language is not English.

II. Following the selection of the students who may receive Title I services and the notification of their parents, the Title I staff will convene an annual meeting to which the parents of all participating children must be invited.  The contents of the annual meeting will consist of information pertaining to the variety of allowable costs and activities and the ways the Title I program can be coordinated with activities funded under the Adult Education Act.  The content of this meeting will explain the program and activities provided with Title I funds and consult with parents concerning the manner in which the 
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school and parents can work together to achieve the program’s objectives.  This meeting will also serve as part of the comprehensive 

range of opportunities for parents to become informed, in a timely way, about how the program will be designed, operated, and evaluated, allowing opportunities for parental participation, so that parents and educators can work together to achieve the program’s objectives.  This meeting will be held districtwide.


III.
Following the assignment of students, the Title I staff will contact the 

parents of each Title I student in a timely manner.  The purpose and 

content of this  contact will be:

Appropriate training will be provided to all Title I staff to increase the 

effectiveness of the staff in working with the parents of participating 

Title I students and the building of a partnership between home and 

school.  This training will be in the form of either/or a combination of 

workshops, professional development and conferences.

In order to increase the effectiveness of parents in working with their 

children in the home to attain the goal of the Title I program (increased 

student performance on the KIRIS assessment), to understand the



Title I Program requirements and to participate in building a 


partnership between home and school, support will be given through 

training and services.  Parents will be consulted as to the type and 


design of the training and services needed.


VI.
The Title I Program staff will coordinate parent involvement activities 

with the Adult Education Act where possible during the period 


following the annual assessment.

VII. At the end of each school year, the Title I staff will conduct a Needs Assessment involving school staffs and parents to assess and discuss the effectiveness of the parent involvement program and to discuss how the next year’s program will be designed, operated, and evaluated.
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Procedures for Title I Schoolwide Program Schools

I. At the beginning of the school year, the parents of students 
in each Schoolwide Program School will be notified that their child may receive additional academic services during the school year as 

warranted. This notification will include the methods of Program 
    implementation and service delivery and a copy of the parent involvement policy.  The process for notification will ensure the full participation of parents who lack literacy skills or whose native language is not English.


II.
Following the notification of parents, the Title I staff will provide 


information to parents during a schoolwide meeting in which the 


parents of all  students will be invited.  The contents of this annual 


meeting will consist of information pertaining to the variety of 


allowable costs and activities and the ways the Title I program can be 

coordinated with activities funded under the Adult Education Act.  


The content of this meeting will explain the program and activities 


provided with Title I funds and consult with parents concerning the 

manner in which the school and parents can work together to achieve 

the program’s objectives.  This meeting will also serve as part of the 

comprehensive range of opportunities for parents to become informed, 

in a timely way, about how the program will be designed, operated, and evaluated, allowing opportunities for parental participation, so that parents and educators can work together to achieve the program’s objectives.  This meeting will be school based.

Following parental notification, the Title I staff will contact parents in      a timely manner.  The purpose and content of this  contact will be:
