	Purpose

To facilitate best practice writing instruction, and to reduce the amount of time for portfolio development at accountable grade levels, a policy of continuous writing development is established.

	Selection

Each student will place his/her best work into a working portfolio folder.  At least once annually, the student will select pieces to be included in the portfolio.  

The following three pages specify the materials, entries and transition procedures for working portfolios.
