OPENING BUSINESS

A.  Call to Order/Roll Call: Steve Smallwood made the motion to call the Elizabethtown High School Site Based Decision Making Council meeting to order at 4:17 PM.  Members in attendance were Dawne Swank, Jon Parsons, Kaleena Thompson, Jerry Kauffeld and Tehmina Haider.  BJ Henry, EHS Assistant Principal, was also in attendance.  
B. Agenda Adoption: Council reviewed the agenda.  ORDER 12-36 – Jon Parsons made a motion for the agenda to be accepted.  Dawne Swank seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.
C. Minutes Adoption: Council reviewed the February 21, 2013 Special Session minutes.  ORDER 12-37 – Jon Parsons made a motion to accept the February 21, 2013 Special Session minutes.  Tehmina Haider seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.
D.  Public Comment: None. 
D.  Activity Budget: The Council reviewed the February financial report and the February activity budget, dated February 1-28, 2013, submitted by Martha Moreman, EHS bookkeeper.  ORDER 12-38 – Jon Parsons made a motion to accept the February financial report and the February activity budget.  Kaleena Thompson seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.   

II. STUDENT ACHIEVEMENT: 

A. Rotary Speech Contest Finalists:  Mr. Smallwood informed the Council that the Rotary Club Speech Contest took place on Tuesday, March 19th.  All local high schools are invited to participate in the competition.  This year EHS was represented by Omar Banihani and Alex O’Bryan.  Omar, who won the contest last year, placed 2nd this year and Alex placed 3rd.  

B. KDE Recognition:  Mr. Smallwood shared with the Council a letter he received from Terry Holliday, Kentucky Education Commissioner, and David Karem, Chairman of the Kentucky Board of Education, acknowledging our designation as a 2011-2012 Highest-Performing School under the Unbridled Learning Assessment and Accountability System.   This designation indicates that Elizabethtown High School is among the high schools in the State of Kentucky with overall scores at the 90th percentile or higher.  Our score of 65.6 puts us in the 92nd percentile. A recognition banner was sent to display as a symbol of our school’s success and a digital logo was emailed to Mr. Smallwood for use on our website and other correspondence, to designate this accomplishment.   
III. OLD BUSINESS: 
A.  Policy 4.01 – Instructional and Planning Time Assignment – 2nd Reading:  The Council performed 2nd reading of this policy.  Consensus was reached to accept 2nd Reading.  
B. Policy 6.02 – Dress Code – 1st Reading:  The Council performed a 1st reading of the Dress Code Policy.  Consensus was reached to accept this 1st Reading.

A. Grading Scale Guidelines for EOC Assessments:  Mr. Smallwood and Mrs. Henry shared the revised recommended classroom grading scale for the end-of-course assessment examinations.  KDE recommends a letter grade for EOC inclusion rather than a percentage because of the great variety of grading scales used in Kentucky districts and schools.  EHS will assign the highest percentage for the letter grade in each category.  
B. SBDM Council Allocation Approval for 2013-2014 School Year: Mr. Smallwood reviewed the Board Allocation and proposed Section VI Budget for the 2013-2014 school year.  ORDER 12-39 – Dawne Swank made a motion to accept the proposed Section VI Budget.  Jon Parsons seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.  
V. PERSONNEL: 
A. Track Coaching Positions:  Mr. Smallwood informed the Council that Dickie Jones resigned as girls track coach.  Jeff McNeil, our current boys track coach, has accepted the position of girls track coach and will, therefore, coach both teams.
