a) After contact practice (practice in pads) has begun and prior to the first day of classes for the
students, school shall not conduct multiple on-field practice sessions in pads (e.g., two-a-days or
three-a-days) on consecutive days (e.g., two-one two-one format);

b) After each contact practice (practice in pads) there shall be a three-hour break following each
contact session. During this break, there can be no gear worn, and no outdoor activity that in
any way simulates football or football drills. This restriction is in place regardless of where the
practice occurs including camps, home practices, or other workout areas;

c) After the opening day of the school year, a school shall not conduct multiple on-field practice
sessions in pads (e.g., two-a-days or three-a-days) on a day in which school is in session.; and

d) All schools shall submit all required documentation to verify the proper execution of the practice
regulations, including scrimmage, contact, and Heat/Humidity Measurement and Compliance
Programs.
