I.
OPENING BUSINESS

A.  Call to Order/Roll Call: Steve Smallwood made the motion to call the Elizabethtown High School Site Based Decision Making Council meeting to order at 4:21 PM.  Members in attendance were Dawne Swank, Jon Parsons, Kaleena Thompson, and Denise Joy.  BJ Henry, EHS Assistant Principal, was also in attendance.  
B. Agenda Adoption: Council reviewed the agenda.  ORDER 12-41 – Dawne Swank made a motion for the agenda to be accepted.  Denise Joy seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.
C. Minutes Adoption: Council reviewed the March 20, 2013 Special Session minutes.  ORDER 12-42 – Jon Parsons made a motion to accept the March 20, 2013 Special Session minutes.  Denise Joy seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.
D.  Public Comment: None. 
D.  Activity Budget: The Council reviewed the March financial report and the March activity budget, dated March 1-31, 2013, submitted by Martha Moreman, EHS bookkeeper.  ORDER 12-43 – Jon Parsons made a motion to accept the March financial report and the March activity budget.  Dawne Swank seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.   

II. STUDENT ACHIEVEMENT: 

A. Governor’s Scholar Program:  Mr. Smallwood announced the EHS students chosen to participate in the Governor’s Scholar Program this summer.  They are: Austin Correll, Haley Jones, Emileigh McKee, Jesse Giles, Anna Cecile Pepper, and Jackson Shaw.  Allison O’Brien is an alternate.  
III. OLD BUSINESS: 
A.  Policy 4.01 – Instructional and Planning Time Assignment – Final Reading:  The Council performed a final reading of this policy.  ORDER 12-44 – Jon Parsons made a motion to adopt Policy 4.01 – Instructional and Planning Time Assignment.   Dawne Swank seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously and Policy 4.01 was adopted.  
B. Policy 6.02 – Dress Code – 2nd Reading:  The Council performed a 2nd reading of the Dress Code Policy.  Changes were made to the policy.  First reading of the newly revised Dress Code Policy will be undertaken at a Special Session meeting to be held on April 24, 2013 @ 4:15 p.m. in the EHS library.  
IV. NEW BUSINESS: 
A. Professional Development Plan for 2013-2014: Mrs. Henry shared the proposed professional development plan for next school year.    ORDER 12-45 – Dawne Swank made a motion to accept the Professional Development Plan for 2013-2014.  Denise Joy seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously. 
B. Ghost Out:  Mr. Smallwood presented the agenda for the Ghost Out program to be held this Friday, April 19th, for our juniors and seniors.  Ghost Out is an alcohol and drug awareness program aimed at teenagers.  During an assembly the last hour of the day, guests will speak on the dangers of underage drinking.  
C. SBDM Council Elections:   Mr. Smallwood informed the Council that nominations are currently being accepted for two teacher positions which are open on the Council.  These two positions are currently held by Jon Parsons and Kaleena Thompson.  Mrs. Thompson was elected last August to fill the remainder of the two-year term vacated by Kyle Goodlett.  Mr. Parsons has fulfilled his two-year term. 
D. Kentucky High School Athletic Hall of Fame Induction Ceremony:  Mr. Smallwood informed the Council that former EHS Coach Mr. Ron Myers was inducted into the Kentucky High School Athletic Hall of Fame.  The ceremony took place on Saturday, April 13, 2013 in Lexington. 
E. Elizabethtown High School Athletic Hall of Fame Induction Ceremony:  Mr. Smallwood informed the Council that this ceremony will take place on Saturday April 20, 2013, at the Elizabethtown Country Club.  Social hour begins at 6:00 p.m. with the inaugural ceremony to follow.  Fifteen members are to be inducted into the Hall of Fame.  
F. ECTC Civics Panel Discussion with Kentucky Secretary of State Allison Lundergan Grimes:  Mr. Smallwood shared the details of this panel discussion.  In addition to the Secretary of State, Mr. Jimmie Lee, Mr. Dennis Parret, Thelma White, Mayor Tim Walker, and EIS Superintendent Gary French will take part in this program.  Selected Social Studies students from EHS will be in attendance.  
V. PERSONNEL: 
A. Assistant Principal:  Mr. Smallwood informed the Council that Doug Barnes, Dean of Students, has resigned.  The EIS Board of Education approved to make this position an Assistant Principal position with a 220-day contract.  This position and has been posted.
