A. Planning Committee-2013-2014 Professional Development: Tim Isaacs gave an overview of the proposed professional development plan for CHHS.        B. Learning Environment – 2013-2014 Student Handbook and Dress Code Policy Changes: Council reviewed and discussed the committees’ minutes regarding a 2013-2014 handbook changes to include clarification of events that students may still receive attendance points and a proposed amendment to the dress code policy. Council was in agreement to amend the last sentence in statement #8 under policy 9.05 to read “Form fitting materials are not to be worn as an outer layer”.
