This is to request permission for John Hardin High School be permitted to apply for the Partners in Active Learning FFA Grant.

DISCUSSION

The National FFA Organization is excited to announce it is now accepting proposals from FFA chapters that either have or are seeking to implement a tutoring program that focuses on improving achievement levels in math, science, and/or reading.  This opportunity is open to all FFA chapters. 

Ten one-time $1,500 grants will be awarded on a first-come first served basis. These funds can be used as seed money for a new tutoring program or support funds for an existing program.  If any matching funds are required it is the responsibility of the school or the individual and not the responsibility of the Hardin County Board of Education.
