REQUEST

This is to request permission for Career and Technical Teachers to apply for a Professional Development Grant.

DISCUSSION

The certified career and technical education teachers who will be attending the Kentucky Association of Career and Technical Education Conference in July 2007 have the opportunity to apply for a grant that would provide the registration to attend the conference.  The registration ranges from $105 to $155.  The conference participants will be more knowledgeable of the new Perkins Act, will have strategies for working with students from special populations and students who appear bored with classroom/shop activities and will be more knowledgeable of using technology in the classroom.  The funding is being made available for career and technical education teachers in the classroom from high schools, area technology centers, community and technical colleges, and associate degree programs.  If any matching funds are required it is the responsibility of the school or the individual and not the responsibility of the Hardin County Board of Education.
