REQUEST

DISCUSSION

EXPO Classroom Makeover Contest offers fun and ease of application.


Deadline:  April 1 and October 15, 2007
The Expo Classroom Makeover Contest is just that – a contest that results in a $25,000 classroom makeover. No purchase is necessary to enter or win. The Contest is open only to K-12 teachers employed by a state accredited educational institution (public or private) located in the 50 United States or D.C.

To win, applicants submit an essay and classroom photograph describing why your classroom deserves a makeover. Entries must be 100 words or less and submitted by the applicable deadline for each Entry Period. Eligible entries will be judged based on the following equally weighted criteria: (a) most compelling story with regard to need for a classroom makeover as set forth in the essay, (b) need for a classroom makeover based upon the photograph, and (c) creativity of the essay content.

The five finalists, selected by an independent panel, will be voted on by schools and communities nationwide (online voting).
