The Mockingbird Foundation announces funds to assist projects that encourage and foster creative expression in any musical form.  Of special interest are programs that benefit disenfranchised groups, including those with low skill levels, income, or education; with disabilities or terminal illnesses; and in foster homes, shelters, hospitals, prisons, or other remote or isolated situations. Awards ranging from $50 to $5,000 are available.

Programs in education may include the provision of instruments, texts, and office materials, and the support of learning space, practice space, performance space, and instructors/instruction. Mockingbird is particularly interested in projects that foster self-esteem and free expression, but does not typically fund music therapy which is not education or music appreciation which does not include participation.

Full proposals are by invitation only, and will not be considered if unsolicited. Those interested in submitting a full proposal should first submit a letter of inquiry via our web form at http://www.mbird.org/funding/inquiry.html. The form requests organizational details and allows for approximately 2.5 pages of narrative description.
