OPENING BUSINESS

A.  Call to Order/Roll Call: Steve Smallwood made the motion to call the Elizabethtown High School Site Based Decision Making Council meeting to order at 4:19 PM.  Members in attendance were Dawne Swank, Jon Parsons, Kaleena Thompson, Tehmina Haider, Jerry Kauffeld, and Denise Joy.  BJ Henry, EHS Assistant Principal, was also in attendance.  
B. Agenda Adoption: Council reviewed the agenda.  ORDER 12-47 – Dawne Swank made a motion for the agenda to be accepted.  Denise Joy seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.
C. Minutes Adoption: Council reviewed the April 17, 2013 and the April 24, 2013 Special Session minutes.  ORDER 12-48 – Denise Joy made a motion to accept the April 17, 2013 and the April 24, 2013 Special Session minutes.  Jerry Kauffeld seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.
D.  Public Comment: None. 
D.  Activity Budget: The Council reviewed the April financial report and the April activity budget, dated April 1-30, 2013, submitted by Martha Moreman, EHS bookkeeper.  ORDER 12-49 – Jon Parsons made a motion to accept the April financial report and the April activity budget.  Dawne Swank seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.   

II. STUDENT ACHIEVEMENT: NONE 
III. OLD BUSINESS: 
A.  Policy 6.02 – Dress Code –2nd Reading:  The Council performed 2nd reading of the Dress Code Policy.  Consensus was reached to accept 2nd Reading.   
B. SBDM Elections: Mr. Smallwood informed the Council that the SBDM teacher election took place last month and the parent election was held today.  Alesa Walters and Kaleena Thompson were elected to serve as teacher representatives and Susan Gattis was elected to serve as parent representative for the 2013-2015 term.   Because there was not a minority teacher or parent elected, a special election for a minority parent will be held before the end of the school year.  
IV. NEW BUSINESS: 
A. Section Allocations: Mr. Smallwood reviewed course section allocations for the 2013-2014 school year.  Several changes were made to our allocations in order to accommodate fluctuations in the number of course requests made by our students during Power Pact.  ORDER 12-50 – Dawne Swank made a motion to approve the Section Allocation for 2013-2014.  Tehmina Haider seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously. 
B. EOC/State Assessment & Finals Update:  Mr. Smallwood informed the Council that due to problems with online testing for EOC exams, the State is requiring schools to take pencil and paper tests.  He also reviewed the final exam schedule for May 22-24, 2013.  
C. Rewards Day: Mr. Smallwood discussed the criteria for Rewards Day.  In order for a student to participate in Rewards Day, he/she must be A/B honor roll or have a GPA of 3.8 or higher for the first three 9 weeks of this school year, and have a clean discipline record.  We had 215 students who were eligible to participate this year and they were rewarded with a day at Freeman Lake on May 1, 2013.  
D. Senior Honors Night:  Mr. Smallwood informed the Council that Senior Honors Night will be held on Wednesday, May 15, 2013 at the EPAC.  There will be approximately 50 college and local organization representatives in attendance that evening to award scholarships to our students.  Students will also receive academic bars or letters and student academic athlete awards that evening as well.  
E. Baccalaureate:  Mr. Smallwood informed the Council that this ceremony will take place on Wednesday, May 22, 2013 at EPAC.  Mr. Eric Oliver, minister at Cecilia Baptist Church, will be the guest speaker.  
F. Honors Day: Mr. Smallwood shared with the Council the plan for Honors Day which will take place the afternoon of Tuesday, May 21, 2013.  The 9th grade program will begin at 1:05 p.m., the 10th grade program at 1:40 p.m., and the 11th grade program at 2:15 p.m.  
G. Graduation Practice:  Graduation practice will begin Friday, May 31, 2013 at 9:00 a.m. and will last approximately 2 hours.  

H. Graduation:  Graduation will be at 7:00 p.m. the evening of Friday, May 31, 2013.  

I. Project Graduation:  Project Graduation will be held the night of Graduation. Registration begins at 11:00 p.m. and the event will last until approximately 4:00 a.m. the following morning.

A. Assistant Band Director: Mr. Smallwood informed the Council that there is an opening for this position.  
B. Custodian:  Mr. Smallwood informed the Council that Mr. Don Baker, 1st shift custodian for EHS, will be retiring at the end of this school year.  This position has been posted and applications are being accepted.
