ISSUE:  
The Board needs to approve donation from the Lincoln Electric Company to Central Hardin, John Hardin, and North Hardin High School Agriculture Program.
FACTS:

Board Policy 03.2322 stipulates that Principals may receive donations and gifts on behalf of the Board of Education for the good of the school from individuals and businesses without prior approval from the Board for up to $1,000. Amounts or values of items above $1,000 must be submitted to the Superintendent for Board approval.  


The Lincoln Electric Company has donated (3) Kohler CH23S engines to each of the three high school agriculture programs.  These engines will be used as part of the small engine repair classes.  The estimated value of each engine is around $1,800.
