REQUEST BY HEARTLAND ELMENTARY FOR STUDENT FEE CHARGE
ISSUE:   The Board needs to consider the request by Heartland Elementary to charge students a $20 fee for student supplies.
FACTS


Board Policy 9.15 indicates that student fees shall be adopted by the Board.  Heartland Elementary school has conducted a survey of parents and 77% of 186 parents who responded would be in favor of paying a school supply fee of $20 and the teacher will purchase classroom supplies (planner will be sold separately).  The remaining 43 parents (23%) voted they would rather have a student supply list and the parents would purchase their own child’s supplies.
Some of the concerns raised from the survey have been and will be addressed at the school level. Students who qualify for free or reduced meals will not be required to pay the supply fee and will be given free school supplies if needed.

All funds paid to the school will go through our local school account and will be documented accordingly.

RECOMMENDATION


I RECOMMEND THE BOARD APPROVE THE REQUEST BY HEARTLAND ELEMENTARY SCHOOL TO CHARGE STUDENTS A $20 FEE FOR SCHOOL SUPPLIES (sCHOOL PLANNERS SOLD SEPARATELY) AND THAT ANY STUDENT WHO QUALIFIES FOR FREE OR REDUCED MEALS SHALL HAVE THESE SUPPLIES FURNISHED BY THE SCHOOL.
