Subject: “SB 97 – Raising Compulsory Attendance Age”
Date: July 5, 2013
Issue: Kentucky Senate Bill 97, which gives local boards of education the authority to adopt policies that raise the compulsory attendance age from 16 to 18. Those policies would then take effect beginning in the 201`5-2016 school year. The Kentucky Baord of Education passed a resolution encouraging local boards to adopt the policy as early as June 25, 2013, and certify to the KDE that the district has, or will have, programs to meet the needs of potential dropouts. This decision approves adoption of SB 97 policy changes and language, and approves application to KDE for financial assistance for planning and implementation.
