Title 1 Budget

Mrs. Goff informed the SBDM council members about the Title 1 Budget letter sent to Mr. James Phillips expressing concern over the projected budget allocations.  All council members have signed the letter with the exception of Rebecca Higdon.  Once she has signed, it will be sent to Mr. Phillips.  

The projected School Title 1 Budget for the 2007-2008 school year shows New Highland will need to cut a full-time Title 1 person to accommodate projected budget.   This cut is in addition to 2 half-time assistants leaving and the coordinator leaving.   Mrs. Goff informed council that one full-time Title 1 staff member had received a letter by mail of possible job loss for the next school year.  

J. D. Duncan made a motion to accept  the salary cuts in the Title 1 Budget, and Kim Sweet seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Professional Development

Linda Lynch suggested several options for the school’s professional development for the upcoming school year.  On May 2nd, Mr. Mike Kral will present a KEYS survey orientation to the staff.  After orientation, the school will vote on whether or not to use professional development hours on KEYS TRAINING.  The council recommended tabling professional development issues until the PD committee has a chance to meet and discuss options.  The new PD plan is to be brought to the council for approval at the May meeting.

Lesson Plan Format

Lesson Plan format will be as follows:

1.  List the Skill – Must be stated in terms using Core Content/Program of Studies   language.  Example:  Phonetic Skills, Long/Short Vowel Sounds (as found in the core content/program of studies)

      Highlight core content vocabulary words in plan books.

2. Activity – State what you are doing to teach the lesson.  Examples to include here are textbook/workbook page numbers, experiments, Thoughtful Education activities, modeling, demonstrations, t-charts, SmartBoard etc.

3. Assessment – This step is not always necessary but shall be included if any assessment other than observation, questioning, or discussion is used.  Open responses and on-demands shall be listed and highlighted.
J.D. Duncan made a motion to accept lesson plan format and Kim Sweet seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
