SCHOOL BASED DECISION MAKING COUNCIL MEETING

MINUTES – REGULAR MEETING – April 19, 2007

The regular monthly meeting of the School Based Decision Making Council at North Hardin High School was called to order on Thursday, April 19, 2007, at approximately 6:30 pm by Chairperson

ORDER # 07-101 – ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA – The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by David Fredricks to adopt the agenda.  

ORDER # 07-102 – ADOPTION OF THE MINUTES – The motion was made by Michelle Russell and seconded by April Pieper to approve the minutes of the March regular meeting.

ORDER # 07-103 - MONTHLY FINANCIAL REPORTS – The motion was made by Mary Parker and seconded by Pam Carter to approve the February financial report and bingo report.

ORDER # 07-104 – APPROVAL OF PERSONNEL REPORT – Mr. Dennison briefly reviewed upcoming openings for the 2007-08 school year, and transfers within the building.  The motion was made by Douglas Bennett and seconded by Aundra Jackson to approve the personnel report for April.

VISITORS – Visitors included Maria Batistoni, Ellen Douglas, Esta Pigg, and Bobbi-Lynn Thompson.

ORDER # 07-105 - APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF FEBRUARY MINUTES – The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by Michelle Russell to approve the second reading of the February meeting minutes. 

ORDER # 07-106 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF JANUARY FINANCIAL REPORTS – The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by Michelle Russell to approve the second reading of the January financial report and bingo report.

ORDER # 07-107 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF MARCH DECISION TO APPROVE CURRICULUM COMMITTEE PROPOSALS – The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by Michelle Russell to approve the second reading of the March decision to approve the proposals from the Curriculum Committee:

· Addition of course “Advanced Computer & Technology Applications” 

· Addition of AVID course

ORDER # 07-108 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF MARCH DECISION TO APPROVE ASSESSMENT COMMITTEE PROPOSAL – The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by Michelle Russell to approve the second reading of the March decision to approve a revision to the “Semester Exam Exemption Policy.”

ORDER # 07-109 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF MARCH DECISION TO APPROVE ADDITIONS TO THE SECTION 7 PRIORITY NEEDS LIST – The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by Michelle Russell to approve the second reading of the March decision to add

two proposals to the Section 7 Priority Needs List.  

1. Mr. David Wyatt, director of Buildings and Grounds for the Hardin County Schools, has suggested that the Spring Sports Complex be insulated in order to winterize pipes, etc.  A rough estimate of $2,000 will be the cost to add this request under the Maintenance section of the Section 7 list.

2. A new tower is needed for the marching band.  The current tower is 11 years old and too short.  An estimate for a professionally built tower is around $30,000.  The projects would need to be bid/contracted out due to liability issues.  State funds for construction will not allow any outside buildings, so the Section 7 list is the logical choice.

CURRICULUM UPDATE – Ellen Douglas distributed a handout outlining the CIA/GT activities for the past month as well as highlights from the Kentucky Teaching and Learning Conference.

ORDER # 07-110 – APPROVAL TO INCLUDE HISTORY CLUB IN DISTRIBUTION OF BINGO FUNDS IN THE FUTURE – Mrs. Bobbi-Lynn Thompson, history club sponsor, was present to request that the history club be included in the future distribution of bingo funds.  A copy of the club’s constitution and bylaws were included in the packets.  The motion was made by Douglas Bennett and seconded by Anna Winchell to approve including the history club in future distributions of bingo funds.

ORDER # 07-111 – ADOPTION OF TEXTBOOK PLAN FOR SOCIAL STUDIES TEXTBOOKS FOR 2007-08 – Mrs. Bobbi-Lynn Thompson, social studies department chair, was present along with Shelly Hendricks to present the instructional materials purchase plan for the social studies adoption year.  The recommendation is to purchase from three textbook companies as the best option for textbooks and materials.  The motion was made by Aundra Jackson and seconded by Mary Parker to approve the textbook plan in the amount of $99,782.82 for the purchase of social studies textbooks for 2007-08.

ORDER # 07-112 – APPROVAL OF SCHOOL BUDGET FOR 2007-08 – Mr. Dennison presented the draft budget for the 2007-08 school year based on a projected 1436 students.  The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by Shelly Hendricks to approve the school budget for 2007-08.


STUDENT/PARENT HANDBOOK COMMITTEE – Mr. Dennison appointed a subcommittee to review the student/parent handbook for any needed revisions – Pam Carter, Shelly Hendricks, Aundra Jackson, Mary Parker, and Michelle Russell.

REVISED SECTION 7 PRIORITY NEEDS LIST – Each council member received a copy of the revised Section 7 list that was approved at the March meeting.

INFORMATION ITEMS 

· The council received copies of the student accident report, the school nurse’s report, and a copy of the Youth Services Center advisory council minutes.

NEW BUSINESS – REPORT FROM MARIA BATISTONI, PROJECT GRADUATION CHAIR -  Mrs. Maria Batistoni was present at the meeting to thank the council for their cooperation and monetary donations in years past.  Mrs. Batistoni presented a proposal that the senior class dues be moved up to $35 per year ($25 for the senior class and $10 for project graduation).  Donations each year do not cover the cost of the t-shirts, etc.  Mr. Dennison and the council asked questions about the cost of other local high school senior dues, and discussed several ideas.  It was decided to conduct additional research before the next meeting regarding whether a Bingo percentage could be designated to Project Graduation for the shirts, or whether to increase the SADD percentage in the future to cover that cost.

ORDER 07-113 - NEW BUSINESS – APPROVAL OF STAFFING FOR 2007-08 – Mr. Dennison distributed the NHHS Staffing Allotment/Allocation form for review.  The motion was made by Pam Carter and seconded by Mary Parker to approve the NHHS Staffing Allotment/Allocation for 2007-08.
