Items Addressed by the Council as outlined in Law and Policy

The council approved reducing the senior English requirement from 1.5 to 1.0 for the 2012-13 school year due to staffing cuts.

The council approved removing the freshmen CTE requirement.

The council approved CSIP.

The council accepted the proposed staffing allocation as written by the district.

The council approved the Needs List to be presented to the Board.

The council approved the Professional Development Plan for 2013-14.

The council approved the staffing proposal as presented with the reduction of a.5 world language position to be used as needed, in either Arts and Humanities or English.
