SUBJECT:  NHHS JROTC Trip to Washington D.C. After School Apr 16th thru 20 APR 2014
Request:  The North Hardin High School JROTC Department is asking for permission to take SY 2013-14 JROTC cadets to Washington D.C. in the spring.   Select cadets will be afforded the opportunity to participate on this trip.   These cadets are the leaders who have volunteered their time this year to participate on our extra-curricular teams, help with our fundraising, and serve the community outside regular classrooms hours.  We will depart after school on WED 16 Apr 2014 and return SUN 20 APR 2014.  We will limit the trip to 40 cadets – with 4 adult chaperones so as to comply with the 1:10 supervisory ratio requirement.   At least two (2) JROTC Instructors will participate in this student activity.  The attractions being visited have an educational, historical, and patriotic theme so as to provide the student with a valuable learning experience.
Discussion: 

a. As with any physical training activity, all appropriate safety measures will be followed on this trip.  A minimum of four (4) adults will supervise the trip.  No more than 40 cadet students will be allowed to participate in this activity.  MAJ Fisher and MSG Mathews are the primary adult chaperones for the trip.  We will also have adult female chaperones on this trip.
b. With board approval, we will depart at approximately 8:00 P.M. 16 Apr 2014 (Wed) and return NLT 1000 A.M. on Sunday, 20 Apr 2014.
c. This is an educational “team-building” trip for our leader cadets.  We, the instructors, believe that this activity builds teamwork, esprit-de-corps, and confidence in our JROTC cadet leaders.   Our JROTC booster club has approved spending their funds on this trip so as to minimize any cost to the student.    

d. With the exception of a $25 per student deposit payment (which covers breakfast on the return trip and incidentals), this will be fully funded by NHHS JROTC department and CPA parent booster club.
