Resolution of Recognition

BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED THAT the Hardin County Board of Education, meeting in regular session on September 19, 2013, does hereby recognize the achievements of the following:

Ms. Emma Tade, an HCS employee at Lincoln Trail Behavioral Health, for her selection as the 2012-13 Outstanding Support Staff Person of the Year Award from the Kentucky Education Collaboration for State Agency Children.

Taylor Doughty and Carson McCann, sophomores at John Hardin High School, for their selection to compete as National Finalists in the National FFA Agri-Science Fair Food Systems Division with their project on food preservatives.  They won the state competition in the same category.  They are in nation’s final four. They will compete for the national championship at the National FFA Convention in October in Louisville.  Their advisor is Mr. Jeremy Hall.

The John Hardin High School FFA Chapter for its selection as a National Two-Star Chapter.  The rating is based on its complete program of activities.   Only 14 chapters from the state are eligible.  The Two-Star rating puts the JHHS FFA Chapter in the top two percent of more than 7,500 chapters nationally.    The chapter advisor is Mr. Jeremy Hall.

Mr. Jeremy Hall, the John Hardin High School FFA advisor, for earning the Kentucky Association of Career and Technical Educators Outstanding Teacher in Community Service Award sponsored by Kentucky Farm Bureau.  He received that award in July at the KACTE Teachers Conference in Louisville. 

Lexi Skaggs, a 2013 John Hardin High School graduate, for earning a State Star in Agribusiness - the top award in FFA.  Her FFA advisor is Mr. Jeremy Hall.

Brooklyn Evans, a John Hardin High School senior, recently was named the Vice President of Public Relations of the Kentucky Association of Family Career and Community Leaders (FCCLA) of America for 2013-14.  The FCCLA advisor is Ms. Jo Million.

Rachel Boswell and Shawntionna Ditto, John Hardin High School seniors, won silver medals at the 2013 National Family Career & Community Leaders of America (FCCLA) Leadership Conference.  They competed in STAR (Students Taking Action with Recognition) Events – competitive events that build proficiency and achievement in leadership & job related skills. The FCCLA advisor is Ms. Jo Million.

Jacob Wooten, Michael Riggs & Adam Risner, (Wooten and Riggs are Central Hardin High School seniors and Risner is a 2013 graduate) won first place at the Kentucky Technology Student Association Technology Bowl team event in April. They competed at the national competition in Orlando.  Mr. Risner left Orlando with a 5th place finish in Technology Bowl.  Their advisor is Mr. Jason Neagle.

Cody Bybee and Austin Basham, Central Hardin High School juniors, finished third in the state VEX Robotics at the Kentucky Technology Student Association Technology Bowl.  Their advisor is Mr. Jason Neagle.

Mr. Jason Neagle, a Project Lead the Way Teacher at Central Hardin High School, was awarded a $5,000 Scholarship for continued STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering or Math) education training. The scholarship was presented by the Armed Forces Communications and Electronics Association (AFCEA) Fort Knox-Gold Vault Chapter at their August 7th meeting at the Patton Museum at Fort Knox. The Scholarship was used to fund Project Lead the Way Teacher Training at the University of Kentucky this past summer. The scholarships are made possible by generous contributions from Booz Allen Hamilton, Terremark, A Verizon Company, AFCEA Fort Knox-Gold Vault Chapter, AFCEA International and the AFCEA’s Education Foundation. 
The Board extends its congratulations to these individuals for the recognition they have earned for themselves and Hardin County Schools.
