SBDM MINUTES

August 15, 2013

Members present:  

Theresa Collins-teacher, Kathy Cofer-teacher, Donna Ghaderi-teacher,  Deborah Lewis-teacher, Sharon Kennedy-parent, Trish Gwinn-parent, and Beth Handel-principal/chairperson.

Mrs. Handel presented the proposed August agenda and SBDM Committee approved the agenda as presented. (Cofer-1st, Collins-2nd)

Mrs. Ghaderi made a motion to nominate Mrs. Cofer to serve as the vice-chairperson for the council this school year through July 2014.  (Ghaderi-1st, Collins-2nd)  

Good News-Committee members were invited to share Good News so far this school year.  Mrs. Handel shared that numbers were up.   She also commended the staff and students for an exceptionally smooth start this school year.  Mrs. Collins discussed year end progress with MAP scores and how significant the improvements were across the board.  Mrs. Handel shared that she felt the success could be attributed to the Bump Them Up program that focused on moving students up to the next level on the KPREP test.  
Mrs. Handel submitted the SBDM Council Annual Report for the 2012-2013 school year.  Committee approved report as presented.  (Collins-1st, Lewis-2nd)
Since April Tribus had already worked successfully in a similar capacity, Mrs. Handel recommended recalling Mrs. Tribus for the full-time instructional assistant position.   

New Common Core Science standards were discussed.  Based on the new information from the state regarding assessment of the standards, the SBDM committee voted to continue teaching the old standards in grades 3, 4  and have K, 1,2, and 5 teach the new standards.  (Ghaderi-1st, Collins-2nd)  

Committee members completed the certificate of receipt of written documentation regarding SBDM laws and meeting regulations.  

Members assembled binders for the upcoming term.  Mrs. Handel helped orient members to the organization of the binder.  

Accident reports and the school activities and MUNIS budgets were reviewed.
