Approval of Field Trip Using Commercial Transportation

DISCUSSION:


Approximately 30 television production students from John Hardin, North Hardin and Central Hardin High Schools,  HCEC TV staff (3) and additional chaperones as needed are requesting to go to New York City, NY on March 29-April 3, 2014 using commercial bus transportation.  These students have donated 75 production hours each on videotaping educational and community events evenings and weekends for this area during the 2013-14 school year. This learning journey will tentatively include tours of NBC, ABC, Food Network Studios and the Newseum.   The group will attend the videotaping of some television shows, theatrical stage production and talk to industry professionals.   The group will also visit Ellis Island, the Statue of Liberty and the 9/11 Memorial. The following Academic Expectations will be discussed:  1.10, 2.1, 2.17, 2.36, 2.37 and 5.1   Attached is a tentative agenda for the trip.  This event is funded by HCEC-TV income generated funds/patron donations, and some student money.
