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With the recent release of the 2013 State Testing Results under the Unbridled Learning Accountability Model, Hardin County Schools as a district has earned the label “proficient” for the first time since state accountability has been reported by the Kentucky Department of Education.  At the school level, two of our schools have earned the label “distinguished” (Central Hardin High School and John Hardin High School), and seven of our schools have earned the label “proficient” (G.C. Burkhead Elementary School, Heartland Elementary School, Lincoln Trail Elementary School, Vine Grove Elementary School, East Hardin Middle School, James T. Alton Middle School, and West Hardin Middle School).  The district made significant growth across the board in nearly all measurable factors and categories reported by the Kentucky Department of Education.
As part of the new Superintendent Evaluation System, the test scores and data reported by KDE must be incorporated into each superintendent’s evaluation to be conducted by the local board of education.  The specific data for inclusion includes district targets established in the ASSIST module, including the following:

The attached data shows a great deal of growth by the Hardin County Schools over the past year.  The district grew in every measurable area, with the exception of College and Career Readiness.  In this area, the district’s overall score slightly declined, but still met the target set forth by the state.  Knowing the disadvantage of not being able to provide the same career pathway options of districts that have career centers, the Board voted last January to begin construction of the Early College and Career Center.  We firmly believe that the college and career ready numbers will escalate significantly over the next several years as a result of this action and an intentional focus on the development of the career pathways at all of our high schools.

While the reading and math scores grew and exceeded the state scores in every grade level and in the non-duplicated gap group across grade levels, the growth was not enough to meet the aggressive targets for 2013 set by the state.  We will continue to focus on the three SMART goals that incorporate culture, instructional strategies, and assessment practices as a means of growing and reaching our accountability targets in the future.
