-Impact: providing additional classroom sets of student response systems will give students more access to the equipment which will be utilized with the CIITS platform and Study Island intervention software for the purposes of engaging students and providing the students with immediate feedback based on their progress

	Purchase fifteen (15) replacement bulbs for projectors 
*Purpose: majority of SCES’ projectors were purchased three to five years ago and as they are aging the bulbs are burning out; purchasing fifteen replacement bulbs will allow SCES to maintain a usage of the existing equipment and to begin planning to replace older projectors
-Impact:  projectors are an integral function to provide the students with multiple sources of technology (internet sites, video, Smart Board applications); without the use of projectors the students have less opportunities for multiple means to access instructional resources

	Provide ONE TIME funding for three (3) additional days for SCES’ Instructional Coach and to provide ONE TIME funding for five (5) additional days for SCES’ Administrative Assistant-Secretary
*Purpose: in July staff members were requested to work additional days in order for the SCES principal to gather information and plan for the upcoming school year; these work days in July were necessary with the transition between principals for SCES
-Impact: providing this one time funding for these requested additional days will allow the staff members to complete their contracted days and the additional requested days will allow them to be able to work all school days which students are scheduled to attend; if not, release time will need to be granted as the staff members will be exceeding their established contracts
