1. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order by chairperson Michelle Hart at 3:20pm. 
2. Approval of Agenda/September minutes.  On a motion/second by Bell/Hepner, both the agenda and September minutes were approved.

3. Receipt of Board Minutes and FRYSC Minutes.  The Council acknowledged receipt of the September 16th EIS Board of Education meeting minutes. There were no FRYSC minutes.  
4. Public Comment – There was no public comment.
5. Good News Report
a. Ms. Hart shared that our enrollment has been steady over the past few weeks, and our numbers have stayed around 410.
b. Fall Break gave all our students and staff a well-deserved break.  Everyone is re-charged and ready to go!

c. Yesterday, teachers participated in a PD Day with John Antonetti.
6. Student Achievement – K-PREP
a. Ms. Hart shared that our K-PREP scores have been released.  Overall, our scores did not meet our annual goal.  Ms. Hart plans to review all results with staff at the faculty meeting tomorrow.
7. Planning
a. Ms. Hart has entered goals into ASSIST using scores from K-PREP for the next school improvement plan.
8. Program Review.  The Program Review Committee has begun meeting to start the process for this year.
9. Budget.  

a. Section 6 2013-2014.  The Council reviewed our current Section 6 budget for the school year.  Ms. Hart told the Council that our final allocation gives us an additional $11,724 for our Section 6 budget, giving us a total of $52,359 for the year.  This money has been added to Contingency, pending further allocations by the Council.
b. Title I.  Ms. Hart plans to review the current Title I budget with Mrs. Morgan from Central Office, as she is receiving reports that our funds have been used.
10. Committee Reports.  The Council acknowledged receipt of committee minutes from the Title I and Technology Committees.
a. Ms. Hart shared that the Title I Committee is scheduling a Parent Night in November (date and topic TBA), and the December Parent Night will be December 12 in conjunction with the winter Book Fair.
11. Review – Second Reading.  The Council held a Second Reading for SBDM Policy 6.06:  Emergency Plan Policy.  After reviewing the changes, the policy was adopted on a motion/second by Hepner/Brockman.
12. New Business
a. Veterans Day.  Veterans Day (November 11) programs are now mandated by the state.  After Ms. Hart shared the information about the mandate, she informed the Council that we will continue what we currently do for this day.  This includes inviting a veteran to speak to all students, as well as lead the school in the pledge on Hello Helmwood.  The Council also discussed inviting the local VFW to do programs.
