Issue: Boston School is requesting a Teaching Art Together (TAT) grant from the Kentucky Arts Council in the amount of $1,200. The grant requires matching funds in the amount of $800. This grant will fund a 10-day residency at Boston of dance artist Yolantha Harrison-Pace. During the residency, Boston’s Music, P.E., fifth, sixth and middle school social studies teachers as well as fifth – eighth grade core students will work with the artist to learn vocabulary, space, time, direction, and rhythm related to West African dance.  Teachers will integrate math and social studies content through the exploration of geometric shapes and patterns relating to cultural arts to create Kente cloths which will be utilized in their performances.  Students will work with the artist to create dances which will be included as part of a school-wide culminating performance entitled Boston School - A Celebration of Diversity.

The residency will start March 3, 2014 and conclude March 14.
