POLICY STATEMENT


Todd County High School offers an honors diploma for students who are college bound and seeking to better equip themselves academically for the rigor of college classes. Although an honors diploma is not required to attend a college or university, it is suggested. The honors program REQUIRES the pre-college curriculum standards.





The following are Todd County High School Honors Program Guidelines:





Honors classes are designed to meet the requirements for students seeking a Todd County High School Diploma with Honors starting with the class of 2014.


Incoming freshmen are not eligible for honors classes with the exception of those students who qualify under Policy 1.16


Students must obtain the signature of their content area teacher verifying that they have at least a ’ B’ average or higher in that class recommending them for admittance into honors classes.


Students must pass all classes, including Academic Plus (A+), to remain on the honors diploma track.


Honors program students must maintain a minimum overall 3.0 (B average) GPA to earn an honors diploma.


A student may take an honors class without working toward the honors diploma providing the student has maintained a 3.0 (B average) GPA in that particular content area and there is space available in the class.


A student who does not pass an honors class and has to attend summer school will be assigned a 60 (D) upon completion of summer school requirements and will receive credit for the standard class.
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
