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POLICY STATEMENT


Valedictorian, Salutatorian Graduates must have completed the Honors Diploma requirements. This will begin with the class of 2016.





To qualify for Valedictorian, Salutatorian, the class of 2016, and any class thereafter, will be required to take honors classes beginning with the sophomore year.





Any student who did not complete the Honors Diploma requirements but has a 3.5 GPA or higher will be listed as such in the graduation program. They will not, however, qualify to be Valedictorian or Salutatorian. Top 10% of Graduating Class must fulfill the requirements of the Honors Diploma, and will be determined in descending order of GPA of the graduating class.





Beginning with the 2013-2014 year, the EIGHTH semester will be used to determine who will be recognized as Valedictorian, Salutatorian and Honor Graduates. The student with the highest weighted GPA after eight semesters will be Valedictorian. The Salutatorian will be the student with the second highest weighted GPA. Honors Graduates will be determined by students having a 3.5 GPA or above after 8 semesters.





A student’s GPA will be rounded to the nearest one hundredth and will not be rounded up. If there is a tie, no additional calculation or criteria will be employed as a tie-breaker. Students with equal averages will be recognized as such.





Students attending Gatton Academy will be recognized in the graduation program but will not be included in class rank.
