Cox’s Creek is asking for a grant of 30 Chrome Books and a charging cart to increase the learning and level of engagement of our students. Cox’s Creek is currently classified as “needs improvement” under the Kentucky School Accountability System.  We are also a school in desperate need of computers and technology for our students. With these Chrome Books our teachers will be better able to meet the Common Core Standards and our teachers will be able to use the wide variety of researched-based, engaging, online learning programs to meet the needs of all or students. 








	The goal of our project is to increase student mastery or the common core standards and to provide teachers with an engaging way to differentiate student instruction. Cox’s Creek is currently classified as “needs improvement” under the Kentucky school Accountability System, suggesting that our students are not adequately meeting the common Core standards.  We also face a lack of technology at our school. The state student to Internet connected computer ratio is 2.5:1; Cox’s Creek’s ratio is a staggering 4.8:1. Each room has 2-3 student computers and the school has one computer lab, that each teacher has access to 45 minutes most weeks. During district mandated testing windows (3 weeks, 3 times a year), teachers have no access to the computer lab.  Clearly, we need to find a way to help our students master the Common Core Standards.  We believe that a cart of 30 Chrome Books will allow our teachers to make us of our school’s current subscriptions to the engaging, Common-Core based online learning platforms MobyMax and Raz-Kids, as well as the many other free online learning opportunities.  Currently, for each of the 26 students to complete the recommended 30 minutes a day on MobyMax, it would take over 6 hours.  Finally, this grant will allow our teachers to better meet CCSS.ELA.Literacy.CCRA.W.6, which focuses on the student use of technology to produce, collaborate and publish material. 








We are requesting 30 Chrome Books, 30 licensing fees (so that the Chrome Books may be legally used by multiple user in a school setting), and 1 charging cart to charge and transport the Chrome Books.  We are requesting these materials due to the need described above. 


	To ensure that all teachers are confident and able to use these to their full potential, we will begin the project by hosting trainings/PDs to teach teachers the many ways Chrome Books can be used to improve student learning.  For example, the district technology integration specialist has agreed to teach our staff basic use the Chrome Books, how to use Google Docs to safely share student created documents with teachers and/or other students, and how to use other aspects of the Google platform.   Our staff has already had training in our current online learning platform subscriptions (MobyMax, Raz-Kids, and Accelerated Reader).  However, teachers are not currently able to use these to their full potential due to the lack of computer access at Cox’s Creek.  Training would reiterate the use of these programs as well as cover a range of free online learning programs for teachers to consider. 


	Once teachers are trained in the use other Chrome Books, teachers will be asked to work together to create a schedule and/or sign up sheet to manage the use of the Chrome Books.  Teachers will work together to figure out which time is best for their class. With a cart of Chrome books, all students in a class could be engaged in meaningful differentiated instruction at the same time.  Alternatively, a grade level could divide the computers between themselves and have a portion of their class working on the Chrome Books, while others work in small groups with a teacher.  Either way, students will be provided with an engaging tool to help them master the Common Core Standards. 


	Teachers will then be able to use the Chrome Books to differentiate instruction and ensure that all student needs are meet.  Programs such as Raz-Kids, MobyMax and Accelerated Reader, programs Cox’s Creek is already subscribed too, will help with this. Moby Max is an online learning platform, where students take Common Core-based pre-assessments in math, reading, language, and vocabulary, and are then given instruction and practice in based on their need.  Raz-Kids is also a differentiated learning program, that focuses on reading comprehension and Accelerated Reader encourages students to read books independently earn points by passing comprehension quizzes.  Teachers will also be able to use free websites such as Xtramath.org, which supports basic math fact fluency, a Common Core standard in Kindergarten through 3rd grades.


Teachers will also be able to use the Chrome Books to meet CCSS.ELA.Literacy.CCRA.W.6 (Use technology, including the Internet, to produce and publish writing and to interact and collaborate with others.) Teachers will be able to have students use word processing, presentation software, wikis, and blogs to produce, publish, and collaborate with others.  


After 3 months of teacher use of the chrome books teachers will be asked to complete a post-survey (described in part 9).  This data, along with school-wide schools on the Measures of Academic Progress (MAP) test prior and post implementation of the project will be used to judge the project’s success.  We believe student test scores will improve, students will be using MobyMax and Raz-Kids more often, and teachers will feel they are better teaching CCSS.ELA.Literacy.CCRA.W.6.  At this time, adjustments to the project (changes in scheduling, further training, etc.) will be made if needed to ensure that the project’s goals will be met. 





Once notification is received, we will work with our principal, our teachers, and our technology integration specialist to set up professional development to teach teachers how to best utilize the Chrome Books.  Training will include how to use the Chrome Books, using Google Docs and other Google platforms, and knowledge of the variety of online learning platforms available. When funding is disbursed our technology department will purchase the Chrome Books, the licensing, and the carts and they will be made available to students and teachers.  A schedule and/or sign up sheet will be created to manage use of the Chrome Books. 





	The Chrome Books will be with us at our school for many years to come.  Our technology department will take care of any maintenance required to keep the Chrome Books in good working condition.  Each year new teachers will be trained on how to use them and the cart of Chrome Books will be available to rotate through the classrooms however best suits the teachers and students. 





Prior to implementation, we will survey teachers to find out how often their students use Raz-Kids, MobyMax, Accelerated Reader.  We will also ask teachers to rate how effect they feel they are at meeting CCSS.ELA.Literacy.CCRA.W.6.  After teachers have received training on use of the Chrome Books and the Chrome Books have been of use in the school for at least 3 month we will ask teachers to complete the same survey again.  We will also compare school-wide Measures of Academic Progress (MAP) data prior to implementation of this grant and after implementation. 





Cox’s Creek is asking for a grant of 30 Chrome Books and a charging cart to help our students better meet the common core standards and to help teachers differentiate learning to meet the need of all their students.
