In December the PAC hosted three school band concerts and one choral concert with 635 students performing before audiences totaling nearly 1550. Sadly, the 113 Army Band Holiday Concert had to be cancelled due to inclement weather. 100 true acoustic guitar enthusiasts braved the winter weather to enjoy a wonderful “story tellers” concert by Tim Grimm and Antsy McClain and an audience of more than 600 family and friends attended the annual Christmas Gala recital performed by 100 dancers from the Dance Studio of Center Stage.  The PAC presented its annual Nutcracker Festival with a few new additions.
