SUBJECT:
The G C Burkhead fifth grade trip to Nashville , Tennessee to visit the Belle Meade Plantation and Adventure Science Center March 27, 2014 
REQUEST ISSUE:

This trip provides an opportunity to encourage student interest and provide hands on learning 

opportunities in Science and Science related careers, and develop a historical perspective for Civil War 
events. 
Students will travel to the Belle Meade Plantation in Nashville, Tennessee. While there, students will tour the plantation and learn about the Harding family’s  involvement and experiences during the Civil War and its Aftermath. Students will experience a Civil War artillery demonstration and will create a tin punch project that replicates the creation of a colonial artifact.

Students will then visit the Adventure Science Center. Students will participate in a self guided tour with their chaperones and will interact with real life Science experiences, hands on labs, and enjoy instructional programs. Exhibits include space with a simulated astronaut training, health and health care careers, aviation with a flight simulator, an interactive city, and biomedical technology showing how Science and medicine combine to help people overcome disabilities.
We are requesting to travel via commercial bus for the trip.

 Approximate Cost

The cost for the trip is $90.00 per student and $100.00 per adult. This cost includes dinner, transportation and program and entrance fees. All costs are paid by parents. A fundraiser was completed to help with costs.
Attendance:
Approximately 104 students will be in attendance. Seven staff members and approximately forty-

two parents will be supervising. This is a ratio of approximately 2 students per 1 adult.
