SCHOOL BASED DECISION MAKING COUNCIL MEETING

MINUTES – REGULAR MEETING – May 10, 2007

The regular monthly meeting of the School Based Decision Making Council at North Hardin High School was called to order on Thursday, May 10, 2007, at approximately 6:30 pm by Shelly Hendricks; Chairperson Bill Dennison arrived shortly after the meeting started.  Those present were:  Pam Carter, Bill Dennison, Shelly Hendricks, Vicki Hughes, Mary Parker, Ray Phelps, April Pieper, Michelle Russell, and Anna Winchell.  Those absent were:  Douglas Bennett, David Fredricks, and Aundra Jackson.

ORDER # 07-115 – ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA – The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by Mary Parker to adopt the agenda.  

ORDER # 07-116 – ADOPTION OF THE MINUTES – The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by Pam Carter to approve the minutes of the April regular meeting.

ORDER # 07-117 - MONTHLY FINANCIAL REPORTS – After a few questions and comments, the motion was made by Mary Parker and seconded by Pam Carter to approve the March financial report and bingo report.

RECOGNITION OF VISITORS – Visitors included Ellen Douglas and Child Nutrition Director for the Hardin County Schools – Janey Thornton.

ORDER # 07-118 - APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF MARCH MINUTES – The motion was made by Michelle Russell and seconded by April Pieper to approve the second reading of the March meeting minutes. 

ORDER # 07-119 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF FEBRUARY FINANCIAL REPORTS – The motion was made by Michelle Russell and seconded by April Pieper to approve the second reading of the January financial report and bingo report.

ORDER # 07-120 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF APRIL PERSONNEL REPORT – The motion was made by Michelle Russell and seconded by April Pieper to approve the second reading of the personnel report for April.

ORDER # 07-121 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF APRIL DECISION TO INCLUDE HISTORY CLUB IN DISTRIBUTION OF BINGO FUNDS IN THE FUTURE – The motion was made by Michelle Russell and seconded by April Pieper to approve the second reading of the April decision to approve including the history club in future distributions of bingo funds.

ORDER # 07-122 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF APRIL DECISION APPROVING THE ADOPTION OF TEXTBOOK PLAN FOR SOCIAL STUDIES TEXTBOOKS FOR 2007-08 – The motion was made by Michelle Russell and seconded by April Pieper to approve the second reading of the April decision to approve the textbook plan in the amount of $99,782.82 for the purchase of social studies textbooks for 2007-08.

ORDER # 07-123 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF APRIL DECISION APPROVING THE SCHOOL BUDGET FOR 2007-08 – The motion was made by Michelle Russell and seconded by April Pieper to approve the second reading of the April decision to approve the school budget for 2007-08.

ORDER 07-124 - APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF APRIL DECISION APPROVING STAFFING FOR 2007-08 – The motion was made by Michelle Russell and seconded by April Pieper to approve the second reading of the April decision to approve the NHHS Staffing Allotment/ Allocation for 2007-08.

CURRICULUM UPDATE – Ellen Douglas, CIA/GT teacher, briefly reviewed the latest in the area of curriculum and gifted/talented:

· Working to vertically align the vocabulary for the Core Content; it is ready to distribute to the schools for the 2007-08 year

· Literacy First Training – An intensive reading teacher will be working with the freshman academy

· MAPS – over 1600 tests have been given to 9th & 10th grade students

· Gifted/Talented – Eighteen students from North Hardin attended a leadership challenge for gifted/talented students

· Gifted/Talented progress reports are being mailed out from the Board of Education; 205 students are identified at North Hardin.

ORDER # 07-125 – APPROVAL OF PERSONNEL REPORT – Mr. Dennison briefly reviewed the personnel report.  New Hires include:  A transfer for Monica Irving from FMD to Intensive Reading/ Literacy First position; Michelle Russell from English teacher to Counselor/SLC Coordinator.  Mr. Dennison requested the council write in Denise Kellam to hire as the Secondary Instructional Specialist at the May meeting.  Two positions will be dissolved – SRA English Teacher and Title I Math Teacher.  The Lincoln Trail Health Department has changed some staffing/nurse’s clerk positions for next school year.  At the June meeting, Mr. Dennison is hoping to have a recommendation to hire additional clerical help for nursing or for student records.  He requested that the council give him permission to investigate how much funding would be left after Title I hirings in order to pursue additional classified staffing.  The motion was made by Pam Carter and seconded by April Pieper to approve the May personnel report to include the hiring of Denise Kellam, and to give Mr. Dennison approval to pursue additional classified staffing through Title I funding.

ORDER # 07-126 – AMENDMENT TO 2007-08 STAFFING – The motion was made by Shelly Hendricks and seconded by Michelle Russell to amend the 2007-08 staffing document to reflect 14 special education teaching positions.

STUDENT/PARENT HANDBOOK REVISIONS – Mrs. Janey Thornton, Director of Child Nutrition for the Hardin County Schools was present to address questions from the SBDM council regarding state and district wellness policies, federal nutrition regulations, and local school board policy.

ORDER # 07-127 – APPROVAL OF REVISIONS TO STUDENT/PARENT HANDBOOK – The handbook revision committee presented proposals for the 2007-08 NHHS student/parent handbook.  Revisions were highlighted in yellow on the handouts and included:

· All dates changed to 2007-08

· Student Accomplishments for 2006-07 will be inserted

· A new section on Office Hours/Telephone Numbers

· New school calendar, bell schedule, lunch schedule

· Revised dates for progress reports, report cards, senior dates, and ACT/SAT dates

· Revisions to the Classification on page 7

· Curriculum sections, requirements for graduation, and academic studies

· Revisions to the Semester exam exemption policy

· KHSAA requirements will be reviewed on page 18

· Combination of the student driving and parking regulation sections

· Additions to the Early Dismissal Requests / Sign-in and Sign-Out procedures

· Minor changes to times and wording in the General Regulations section

· Addition of a Home/Hospital section

· Addition to the Homework Makeup Policy section

· Clean-up of Transportation section using bulleted sentences

· On page 30, under Food Service, take out the phrase “according to federal government lunch program guidelines.”

· Revision of Counseling Office section

· Addition of an Extended School Services section

· Usual changes to council, coaches, sponsors, and staff sections

The motion was made by Mary Parker and seconded by Anna Winchell to approve the revisions to the 2007-08 student/parent handbook.

ORDER # 07-128 – APPROVAL OF ADDITIONAL TEACHING POSITION – Projections for the 2007-08 school year have been revised at the Central Office, affording North Hardin with one more teaching slot.  The motion was made by Ray Phelps and seconded by Michelle Russell to allow Mr. Dennison the flexibility for the extra teaching position to be in social studies, arts and humanities, or English – where there is the biggest need.

ORDER # 07-129 - ADJOURNMENT – The motion was made by Anna Winchell and seconded by Pam Carter to adjourn the meeting.
