Mary Key was absent. Council recognized Chris Reed as a visitor.

B. Minutes Approval: Council reviewed the November 20, 2013 minutes. ORDER 14-14 - Hal Bender made the motion to accept the November 20, 2013 minutes as read. Jonathan Fairbanks seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS: 

A. * Dress Code: Jennifer Mills stated to council her concerns regarding the current dress code – specifically “form -fitting” attire in addition to the discipline inconsistency when students are in violation of said policy. Jennifer Mills cited incidents of (extreme) public displays of affection (PDA) in the library as being directly associated with female students wearing said attire. Tim Isaacs stated to Jennifer Mills that she re-address her dress code concerns to the climate committee and chairperson, Mike Lawson and that the PDA concerns are an entirely different issue altogether. Council briefly discussed various situations that would result in dress code violations and consistency in discipline of such.

B. CSIP Review/Approval: Chastity Yates reviewed and discussed the individual CSIP sections and each of the goals’ directives as outlined with members. ORDER 14-15 - Bill Handel made the motion to accept the revised CSIP as outlined. Hal Bender seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.

C. PE Performance Based Credit: Council reviewed the proposed policy that would allow students to receive a pass/fail physical education half-credit for their participation in activities that meets the criteria for performance based standards for physical education.  Discussion revolved around the clarification of such standards in which Tim Isaacs stated that he will review this with coaches to 

discuss qualifications and assured council that specific instances involving qualifying students will be reviewed individually at his discretion. ORDER 14-16 -   Scott Rouse made a motion for council to accept the proposed physical education performance-based credit policy. Jennifer Mills seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.
