Inclement weather cancelled the Hardin County Schools Spelling Bee on February 6, but luckily they thought ahead and scheduled a snow date. So on February 11, 17 students competed before an audience of nearly 70.
On February 8, 55 area students attended the second of three Youth Theatre of Hardin County Winter workshops in prep for summer production of Guys & Dolls.
On February 13, 150 members of North Hardin High School’s Choirs presented their Winter Choral Concert before an audience of 450. 
On February 14-16 Trinity Music Productions Acoustic Guitar Masters Concert Series presented Tommy
Emmanuel before audiences totaling more than 750 with nearly 100 guitar enthusiasts attending two workshops presented by Tommy.
