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Students in eleven Kentucky school districts will take part in a statewide effort designed to motivate greater success in college and work thanks to their participation in the Kentucky Scholars Initiative. Kentucky Scholars focuses on encouraging middle high school students to take more rigorous courses that will help them compete more effectively for tomorrow’s best jobs.
Through collaboration with the Kentucky Department of Education, the Partnership for Successful Schools, host of the Kentucky Scholars Initiative, is able to support the addition of eleven new school districts during the 2007/2008 school year: Campbellsville Independent, Boone, Carroll, Clark, Covington Independent, Erlanger-Elsmere, Madison, Nelson, Newport, Somerset Independent and Warren counties.
